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THE RULES OF PARTICIPATION
in the II International Ambulance Competitions and Ukrainian scientific and practical conference “Current issues of emergent medical care and medicine of disasters” (June 9-10 2010)
1. Location. The competition and the conference will be held on the base of educational and sanitation complex “Chervona Kalyna” of  Ternopil State Medical University named after I.Ya.Horbachevsky, located at: Ternopil region, Terebovlya district, town Druzhba (28 km from Ternopil on the way to Chernivtsi).
2. Accomodation and food. The residence and food for participants will be provided by the hotel of educational and sanitation complex “Chervona Kalyna” The settling will take place after the registration at “Chervona Kalyna”.
3. Topics. During the conference "Current issues of emergent medical care and disaster medicine" the following questions will be discussed:

2. Abstract structure is the following: title- capital letters, initials and names of authors, full name of the institution, text.
3. At the beginning of the text it is necessary to describe shortly the main points of the article, note its controversial parts, form a goal. Next, lay out the ways of deciding of this goal in brief. Then, form the conclusions and recommendations for the future researches in this direction at the end of the article.
4. The abstracts should be signed by all the authors and supervisor.
5. The agencies requesting publication and expert opinion on the possibility of publication, CD with two copies of the text in rtf format should be attached to the text.
7. Reports. Time-limit of reports: lecture – up to 30 min.; presentation - 15 min.; Stand presentation – up to 5 min.; Discussion – up to 5 min. Organizing Committee provides: multimedia projector, overhead projector (overhead), VCR, slide projectors.
